
Clermont Recovery Center awarded three-year CARF accreditation

The latest accreditation is the second consecutive Three-Year Accreditation that the international accrediting body has awarded to CRC.  In granting the accreditation, CARF noted that CRC’s Prevention programs “demonstrated exemplary conformance to the standards”.  CARF commended the Prevention Program for its enthusiastic staff and the creative ways CRC seeks to educate the community through programs in the schools and local housing developments, as well as f at various community events.
This accreditation decision represents the highest level of accreditation that can be awarded to an organization and shows the organization’s substantial conformance to the CARF standards.  An organization receiving a Three Year Accreditation has put itself through a rigorous peer review process and has demonstrated to a team of surveyors during an on-site visit that its programs and services are measurable and accountable, of the highest quality.  

CRC is a not-for-profit organization with offices at 1088 Wasserman Way and 1078 Wasserman Way in Batavia, Ohio.  It has been providing comprehensive outpatient services for alcohol and drug related problems to adults and adolescents in Clermont County since 1975.
